IEPs and SBTs

CA D.2.3 - IEPs shall be developed by appropriate District staff and the School-Based Team in collaboration with the regular classroom teacher(s).


•
CA D.2.4 - Special needs students shall not be integrated into regular classrooms until after the applicable School-Based Team has met.  In exceptional circumstances they may enter the classroom no more than 5 days prior to the SBT meeting.

CA D.2.5 - SBT, comprising the AO (PVP), affected teachers, the LA teacher or counsellor and the Director of Instruction (Special Services) or designate(s) shall identify:


(a)
the students to be integrated,


(b)
the degree of integration,


(c)
the placement of students, and


(d)
program planning needs for the special needs student.

Teacher Assignments


E.23.1
In determining teachers’ assignments, the AO (PVP) shall consider the following:


(a)
qualifications of the teachers in the school,


(b)
experience of teachers in the school,


(c)
training of the teachers in the school,


(d)
equitable distribution of workload, and


(e)
personal preferences of the teachers in the school.

E.23.2
A staff meeting shall be held in each school, on or before May 30th of each year, to discuss the proposed timetable and staff assignments for the next school year.


E.23.3
Teachers shall have their assignments for the next school year confirmed by their AO on or before June 15th.


E.23.4
If a teacher is not satisfied with the assignment, he/she may appeal to the AO, within 48 hours of receipt of confirmation.  If the matter is not resolved to the teacher’s satisfaction, the teacher may, within 5 school days of receiving the confirmation, appeal the matter to the superintendent.  The decision of the Superintendent shall be final and subject to no further appeal.  The teacher may be accompanied by a union rep at these meetings.
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
