•
26.02.1 - IEPs shall be developed by appropriate District staff and the School-Based Team in collaboration with the regular classroom teacher(s).


•
26.03.1 - Special needs students shall not be integrated into regular classrooms until after the applicable School-Based Team has met.  In exceptional circumstances they may enter the classroom no more than 5 days prior to the SBT meeting.

26.03.2 - SBT, comprising the AO (PVP), affected teachers, the LA teacher or counsellor and the Director of Instruction (Special Services) or designate(s) shall identify:


(a)
the students to be integrated,


(b)
the degree of integration,


(c)
the placement of students, and


(d)
program planning needs for the special needs student.

26.05.5 - Upon request of the classroom teacher and with support of the SBT and with the approval of the student’s parents or legal guardians, the board shall provide necessary testing and evaluation of a student or students through qualified District personnel.
